


* Hard pruning on shrubs [cutting back by more then 1/3] should 
only be done as early as possible in the early spring. Never later then 
April 1. 
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*Always cut plants that only bloom in the spring right after they 
bloom and never later then July. 
*Always lnake cuts on an angle so that water cannot sit on the surface 
cut and cause the stem to rot out. 

*1£ you have trimmed a diseased shrub-do not use the same clippers 
to trim other shrubs until you have dipped them in a solution of 
1 part bleach to 9 parts water-rinse and dry. You can spread disease 
from one plant to another. 

*1£ Annuals get leggy cut them back to just above a node to renew 
them. With cool season annuals this is usually in Feb. and with .warm 
season annuals usually in August. After cutting back topdress lightly 
with some kind of processed alfalfa source like rabbit manure 
products or Humalfa. or Do a foliar with one of the Fish/Seaweed . 
choices. I prefer John's Recipe by Lady Bug-it is easier to use.· . 
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Be sure to check out the Pick Your Program Sheet-While native 
plants don't need a lot of fussing- the program I teach builds itself in 
about 1-3 years and will repair damage done to our soils by pollutio~ .. 
and salt build up from treated water so it is of great benefit to"all 
landscapes. 

****Very Irnportant- always water deeply-shallow watering only 
gets the soil wet an inch or two-the soil dries out about one inch a 
day- faster in sandy soils-soils watered down to 6 inches deep 
( which means an inch above ground) will take a lot of the stress of 
being planted in Texas heat off your plant material-- and you-- by 
making the need to water less often. 
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
